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Get me to school on time! 

It is essential that all our children get to school on time every day or else they really do miss out on valuable learning 
time. Children who are late miss out on the very start of the school day when important information is often shared 
with the children and this can make it very difficult for a child to get fully involved in his or her learning. A child who is 
persistently late by only 5 minutes a day will miss out on over 15 hours of learning during the course of a school year! 

Lateness can clearly have a significant impact on a pupilôs achievement.  

Our overall attendance was excellent during the last school year at 96.19% but we are determined not just to maintain 
our high standards but to improve attendance during this school year. If your child is unable to attend due to illness, 
please telephone us on the first day of absence so that the absence can be authorised. If you are late in the morning, 
please make sure you bring your child in through our main entrance and sign them in so he or she can be marked in 

the register.  

As you are aware, holiday during term time cannot be authorised and persistent or extended absence may result in a 
Fixed Penalty Notice from the Education Investigation Service. Persistent absence is the combination of authorised 
and unauthorised absence and the government has set a target for schools to prevent any absence reaching 15%. 
We are determined that not one of our pupils gets close to this figure this year. Good school attendance gives children 
the opportunity of success and helps them to develop skills for life. We expect all our children to attend school every 

day, unless there is an unavoidable cause such as illness. 

The percentages below will help you understand our expected attendance levels. 

97% & above:   Excellent attendance 

95% - 97%:   Good attendance 

90% - 95%:   Be aware 

80% - 90%:  Worrying; your child has less chance of being successful in his or her learning and social 

development 

Less than 80%:   Serious concerns
