Free School Meals &

Pupil Premium Grant

As a school, we are able to claim a £1,320
grant from the Government each year, called
the Pupil Premium, for children registered for

Free School Meals whose parents or carers

receive any of the benefits below:

~ Income Support
~ Income-based Jobseekers Allowance

~ Income-related Employment and Support
Allowance
~ Support under Part VI of the Immigration
and Asylum Act 1999
~ The guaranteed element of State Pension
Credit
~ Child Tax Credit (provided you're not also
entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an
annual gross income of no more than
£16,190)
~ Working Tax Credit Run-on - paid for 4
weeks after you stop qualifying for Working
Tax Credit
~ Universal Credit with an annual net earned
income of no more than £7,400

The Pupil Premium funding is used to help
raise achievement levels for eligible children
as well as subsidising trips and residentials.

Registering your child doesn’t mean they have
to take the school meal if you don’t want them
to - they can bring a packed lunch instead, but
it will guarantee extra funding for your child’s
education via the Pupil Premium grant.
