The Americas

Geography

This term the children will learn about
North and South America and study
their human and physical geography.
They will move on to comparing the

geography of the Western United States
with the West Midlands before

comparing Rio and Sdo Paulo with
Birmingham and London. Finally, they will
complete a mini-topic focusing on
developing their geographical skills.

English

Our class texts are '‘Once’ by Morris
Gleitzman, 'Flotsam’ by David Wiesner
and Shakespeare - ‘The Tempest/A

Maths

While developing their
reasoning and problem-
solving skills, the children
will complete units on:
Y5 - shape, position and
direction, statistics,

decimals, negative numbers,
converting units and volume.

Computing

Internet Communication - The
children will explore how data is
transferred over the internet. They
will then look at the make-up of data
packages. Following on from this, they
will learn how we can use the internet
to communicate and how effective
different methods are.
Webpage Creation - The children will
identify what makes a good web page
and use this information to design and
evaluate their own website using
Gooale Sites.

Midsummer Night's Dream’. The children

will develop the skills needed to write a

balanced discussion and an explanation

text as well as narrative writing.

Art
This summer, children will explore Mixed
Media: Drawing, Printing, and Collage
through the theme of Activism. They'll
develop key art skills, use sketchbooks to
gather ideas, and learn about artists with

similar styles. The focus will be on line,

PSHE
The children will look at
healthy sleep habits, sun
safety, medication and

immunisation. They will look

at personal identify and
how to keep safe in
different situations
including responding to
emergencies.
There will also be sessions
on growing up and puberty

Science
The children will learn about human
lifestyles and how to describe the
changes as humans develop to old age.

Later, in our evolution and inheritance
topic, they will learn about inherited
traits and apply their knowledge to
various animals and plants. They will be
introduced to the work of Mary Anning
and Charles Darwin.

Music
The children will learn about beat,
syncopation, pitch and harmony, while
taking a musical trip around the world
to celebrate the universal language of
music. The children will also be learning
the songs for their end of year
production.

French
The children will learn the names of
different instruments and how to give
opinions on these. They will also learn about
Claude Monet and how to give opinions on
paintinas.

To develop their sewing skills, the children
will join textiles using a range of stitches

and seams to desigh and make a keepsake

RE
The children will learn
more about the Sikh
faith and how the
Gurdwara is central to
many Sikhs daily life.
After half term the
children will learn about
the life of Dr Hany El
Banna, focusing on how
your life can be guided
by your faith.

PE
While developing their athletic skills,
the children will plan their basic fitness
programme and learn about appropriate
warm-up and cool-down activities.

The children will develop their agility in
ball chasing games while they learn that
it takes perseverance and practice to
improve their performance. They will
set their own targets and will recognise
their strengths and weaknesses in a
performance.
